The problem being referred to is a fixed border line actually 0.15 Hz between High-Frequency (HF) and Low-frequency (LF) components of heart rate variability spectrum, which is a main barrier for quantitative recognizing of states of autonomic nervous system (ANS) on the basis of HRV analysis alone. Current research formulates a solution to this problem which is based on an individual calculation of the border line between LF and HF and as result clear interpretation of physiological influences to LF component where with the fixed border line is mix of mainly SNS and PSNS activity. The solution to calculate individual border line is based on first of all individual calculation of HF by using instruments of artificial intelligence, and only after that calculation of individual border line. The algorithm, developed by the author himself, and based on Frame Theory, has allowed visualization of ANS states as a two coordinate system. This played a pivotal role in the new view of relationships between sympathetic and parasympathetic activities level. The author concludes the article with a discussion of series of events in the long history of HRV analysis relating to the accumulated inaccuracies of translation from English to Russian. The author describes a history of emergence of the absurd "five-minute standard" for the collection of R-R interval sequences, which obviously contradicts the classic theory of random processes.
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
