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Ivanov R. S. "ТНЕ LAW OF FORCE" IN A SITUATION OF PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGICAL RESEARCH USING THE POLYGRAPH // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2016. № 2. Р. 12-21.
In the situation of psychophysiological research using the polygraph are different according to the reaction force. This is due to a force stimulus. The greater the irritation, the stronger the response of the body.

The strength of autonomic reactions is determined by the significance of the stimulus. The power of significance depends on the assessment of stimulus-based retrieval of information from memory. The presence in the memory information about an event that happened in the past, or its absence, determines the strength of the significance of the stimulus. This leads to different strength of reactions. The emotions and motivational arousal are physiological mechanism that leads to reactions of the autonomic nervous system.

The differences in strength of reactions allow to distinguish them. This is a necessary condition for the detection of concealed information by human.

In the work, an attempt is made to compare different types of aggression in prisoners who have committed crimes of varying severity. The study involved 45 subjects, divided into groups according to the severity of the crime: a group of persons who have committed crimes of medium gravity, grave and especially grave crimes. Were used the method of Buss-Durkey and methods, and focused evaluation of constructive and destructive motivation. The data indicate that there is no direct correlation between the severity of crime committed and the parameters of aggressiveness. Only with respect to irritability, you can see that it is minimal in those who have committed minimal crimes. Guilt, verbal aggression and aggressive motivation have a minimum of perpetrators of serious crimes compared with subjects in other groups.

Conducts correlation analysis with psychological indicators of solar activity parameters in the days and hours of the examination of patients. Studies have shown that physiological indicators, we have obtained in normal and CAD patients have a different degree of correlation with geliogeomagnitnymi parameters in a period of low solar activity.
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Zagainova M. N. PSYCHOLOGICAL PECULIARITIES OF MANIFESTATION OF ANXIETY IN PRESCHOOL CHILDREN WITH DIFFERENT PROFILES FUNCTIONAL SENSORY-MOTOR ASYMMETRY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2016. № 2. Р. 45-52.
The aim of the study was to identify the psychological characteristics of manifestations of anxiety in preschoolers with different types of profile of functional sensomotor asymmetry.

The study involved 92 healthy children (48 girls and 44 boys) aged 5-6 years attending a municipal kindergarten. All children were evaluated the profile of functional sensomotor asymmetry, using the 4 sets of samples, allowing to determine the leading indicators in sensory and motor areas: lead hand, lead leg, leading eye and leading ear. In addition, we evaluated the anxiety level by the test "Select the desired entity" (Dorkey M., Amen E.W., Temple R.). To describe the state of the child during the examination, used Color test M. lusher. In addition, used a questionnaire of parental relations by A. Y. Varga, V. V. Stolin). It was shown that among children of 5-6 years is more common right and mixed type of profile functional sensorimotor asymmetry. Children with the left profile of functional sensorimotor asymmetry had significantly higher values of anxiety. Anxiety children 5-6 years directly related to characteristics of parent-child relationships: rejection and hypercontrol can be a cause of child anxiety.

Lutsenko O. L., Andronnikova K. A. STUDENTS' PERCEPTION OF THEIR HEALTH IN THE CONTEXT OF ITS STRENGTHS/WEAKNESSES AND IMPROVEMENT OPPORTUNITIES // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2016. № 2. Р. 52-57.
The study was aimed at identifying the characteristics of the students' subjective perception of the state of their health, its resources and constraints, the possible ways of its conservation and improvement. The research sample consisted of 933 1st year students of 19 faculties of V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University. The average age of the respondents was 17 years. There were 329 men and 604 women among the respondents. It was used Self-esteem Form of 6 questions about student's health level, its weaknesses, strengths, influence of negative factors and potential ways of its improvement. It was found that although the majority of respondents could describe their health in terms of weaknesses / strengths and opportunities to improve it, the third and fourth of them found it difficult to answer each of these questions. It means that they have not enough aware of the factors related to their health. There is an underestimation by the students of psychological risks for their health and the potential usefulness of the means of professional psychological help and self-help.
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Isaeva V. V. SPECIFICITY OF ADAPTATION OF FIRST-GRADERS WITH POOR HEALTH TO SCHOOL // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2016. № 2. Р. 57-63.
The paper presents the results of a survey of 60 first-graders enrolled in one of the schools of St. Petersburg. According to the analysis of medical records of children, only 9% belong to the first group of health, while 30.0% of children have a third group of health, and therefore, are "the group of children with impaired health". Children from the third group of health do not go to school on average 4 times more often than children from the second group of health. Among first-graders from the second group of health only 15% of children have a negative attitude towards their peers, whereas among first-graders with the third group of health such 65%. There is only a small tendency to increase the number of isolated children among first-graders from poor health relative to their peers with the second group of health. Among first-graders with impaired health children with extremely low self-esteem are found almost in 2 times more often. Parents of children who are the third health group, in 40% of cases include their children in group with poor health. The distribution of children across levels of adaptation, estimated on the basis of aggregate data by all the methods, suggests that among the impaired children 3 times more often (36.8 per cent) compared to children in the second group there are children with non-adaptive conditions.

An experience of office activity of 4 years, as the control group (CG) the staff of law-enforcement bodies of the Ministry of Internal Affairs Ufa legal institute of Russia took part. Average age of examinees made 31,2±4,2 years (n=80). The received results revealed that at employees of PSP average handling mobility of a brush of the dominating hand (on set of average values of frequency of contacts and duration of contacts of a key), the average level of an aktivirovannost of nervous system (on set of average values of frequency of contacts and stability is observed) (according to interpretation of developers APDK "Multipsikhometr"). On indicators of "the average time of a contact of a key" it is established that at employees of PSP the average speed of change of a sign of excitement in the motive centers is observed. Indicators of stability testify that endurance reserves when performing fast cyclic actions - above averages.

Performance of staff carrying out the state protection associated with the increased responsibility, high mental and physical overload, work in extreme conditions (sometimes for 24 hours a day) that often causes changes in psychological and psychophysiological qualities of the person. Changes from the point of view of psychology are studied full enough (professional deformation), while changes of psychophysiological qualities are not sufficiently studied. The study was conducted on the basis of FGCO HPE "Ufa law Institute of MIA Russia" in Ufa. In research took part the employees of the administration responsible for the state protection (n=58), mean age of subjects was 31.7± 0,92 years. Work experience in the police Department 13.6 years. Experience of service activities in the division of the Directorate for state protection of 4 years. Employees are divided into two groups: G1 seniority in the police Department up to 12 years old (KG) and G2 and seniority in the police Department for over 12 years (EG).

The studies showed that with increasing experience of the staff in the ZUS of the observed increase in time latency of response (i.e., reduced ability to respond quickly to changes). Reduced "chance of delay" at a higher rate "probability of outperformance" (i.e., representatives with higher experience utility operations are more developed anticipatory abilities), and all this at a high level of stability. Correlation analysis data showed that the more experience employees ZUS, the higher stability of the control tasks to determine readiness to act in extreme situations.

The received results testify that athletes of experimental group had authentically significant good results in indicators "Average value of time of reaction", "The functional level of system", "Stability of reaction", "Level of functionality", "A working capacity assessment on reaction speed". The obtained data are specified, supplemented and concretize data on features of an organism of cadets.

Speech disorders countryside children were more deep - sound pronunciation phonetic and phonemic and lexical and grammatical processes suffered. Rural pupils were more passivity, with psychomotor slowing, the predominance of inhibitory processes of the central nervous system; identified characteristics of writing indicate that their training should be pronounced correctional orientation. The results must be taken into account in the differentiated approach of providing psychological and speech therapy with the help of the administrative-territorial place of residence.
