The aggregate practice of implementation of value orientations expresses itself the morality of the individual. The study also shows the relationship between spirituality and morality in the psychophysiological mechanisms of their realization; the possibilities of their diagnosis are evaluated.

Vygotsky opposed his teaching to the "old school of psychology", which could not solve the question of the genesis of higher mental functions. However, he did not specify what kind of school in question. As Vygotsky thought, in explaining of the phylogeny of thinking and speech, all old schools either went into "spiritualism" or publicly refused to solve this problem. One of those who confined themselves to the problems of ontogeny was J. Piaget. Vygotsky, who set himself the global task of creating a "new psychology", proceeded from the positive criticism of Piaget in the research of which he saw the rational grain. Vygotsky removes Piaget's "pedological restriction" and tries to create a historical theory of the formation of higher functions.

What are the real achievements of Vygotsky, who was named "Mozart of Soviet Psychology" and where he made mistakes in solving the problem of the problem of social and biological duality?
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Shukurov A. Y. BODIMODIFIKATSII AND SOME FEATURES THEIR REPRESENTATION IN POPULAR CULTURE // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 33-39.

Thе article analyzes the body transformations representation in popular culture. We identify the semantic content of concepts "body" and "bodily", reveal the morphology of the body as a subject of study, clarify the difference between mass and popular culture. Striving to its fullest extent to adapt to the environment leads to the need to transform its identity, which in turn leads to the transformation of the physical characteristics of the body. These changes, in turn, make it possible to broadcast other information to the world and changing the social body, which is in dialogue with the external environment. The main attention is paid to the analysis of body horror genre. Man finds his body imperfect. Art shows our desire to acquire qualities that open up new opportunities. The human body is vulnerable because of its imperfection that causes fear. Body-horror allows you to bring out the deep layers of human consciousness; it shows that modern man inherits many of the fears of the ancient times.
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Kotova S. A. FEATURES OF STUDENTS' SENSORIMOTOR INTEGRATION UNDER VARIOUS EDUCATIONAL WORKLOADS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 39-45.
The article raises the problem of the student's health costs within the period of getting higher education. Excessive intellectual workloads associated with the uptake and processing of large blocks of information during the learning process in the university is considered as a part of the main problem and the corresponding psychophysiological mechanisms, which enable coping with educational workloads, are described. Empirical data on the features of sensorimotor integration obtained from the study of 280 students with different educational workloads is presented. It was found that students of a liberal arts university lack a high level of sensorimotor integration. Same data revealed that students with a differential ability to reflect the dynamic structure of sensory flows are characterized by greater efficiency of intellectual activity. In stressed conditions, when activities required a differentiated response to stimuli, the majority of students demonstrated a sharp decrease in their coping abilities, skipping signals and making more mistakes. On contrary, students, who studied in complex social and educational conditions, for example when combining educational programs, and recognised the excessive workloads showed higher concentration abilities and expressed greater intention to achieve their educational outcomes.
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Kamenskaya V. G., Afaunova A. O. AGE DYNAMICS OF FORMATION OF SOCIAL INTELLIGENCE IN CHILDERN 6-10 YEARS AND PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGICAL MECHANISMS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 45-51.
In this work performed on 100 children between the ages of 6 to 11 years of age was studied the dynamics of formation of social intelligence and development of amplitude parameters of the GSR. It is shown that the social intelligence of children in the age range from 6 to 11 years is non-linear, but significant character of development. Amplitude parameters GSR also vary with age, showing increased activity sympathoadrenal link VNS with age, but this dynamic is not reliable due to the high group variability. Factor analysis method of principal component analysis revealed that older preschoolers and first-grade pupils have the development of social intelligence not related to amplitude GSR neither right nor left hand. This link appears in the second and third grade pupils: the greater the amplitude of the GSR and the more dynamic reactions to sensory stimuli, the better developed social intelligence. However, in the fourth class this relationship became weakens and a little significant.
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Nikolaeva E. I., Goncharov D. A., Borisenkova E. Y. RELATIONSHIP OF INTELLIGENCE OF A CHILD OF SCHOOL AGE WITH AGE AND EDUCATION LEVEL OF PARENTS AT HIS BIRTH // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 51-55.
The aim of the study was to investigate the correlations between of parent’s age and education with the child's intelligence at the period of admission to the school.

The study involved 59 children (28 girls and 31 boys) aged 6 to 16 years, received, or transferred at the secondary school of St. Petersburg. The method of D. Wechsler (WISC), adapted by Yu Filimonenko and V. Timofeev and author's questionnaire for parents, including information on the age of parents at birth of the child and their level of education, characteristics of the family were used. It is proved that there are not the differences between the level of general, verbal and non-verbal intelligence of boys and girls at school; general intelligence of girls in primary and secondary school correlates with the age of parents at birth of daughter; general intelligence of boys is correlated with mother's education at birth of son.
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Nikolaeva E. I., Brisberg T. L., Novodran K. I. PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF DYSPHASIC CHILDREN // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 55-61.
The aim of the study was to identify and analyze the physiological and psychological characteristics of dysphasic children. The study involved 27 children, including 7 girls and 20 boys from 4 to 6 years old (mean age 5.1 years). We used the following research methods: Colored progressive matrices John. Raven; Test lusher in modification of L.N. Sobchik; Measuring sustainable capacity of the left and right hemispheres of the brain. The level of General non-verbal intelligence is higher in boys with General underdevelopment of speech compared to girls. The emotional state in the overall sample corresponds to the norm. Boys are more active than girls, but the differences did not reach significance level because of the large scatter of data for boys. In girls with General underdevelopment of speech in General, the amount of sustainable capacity is higher than that of boys. Girls have more pronounced prevalence of the activity of the right hemisphere over the left. Correlations were identified between sustainable capacity in the right hemisphere in the first measurement, the level of General and nonverbal intelligence and the vegetative coefficient.
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Nikolaeva E. I., Gridchina M. A. THE AVAILABILITY TO RISK BIHAVIOR, PERSONAL AGGRESSIVENESS AND CONFLICTNESS OF PERSONS WHO HAVE CONVICTED OF CRIMES OF VARYING SEVERITY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 61-65.
The aim of this study was the comparison of availability to risk behavior, conflict and aggression behavior of the persons who have convicted of crimes of varying severity.

The age of the subjects who participated in the study, was in the range of 23 to 67 years. 170 respondents were divided into groups according to the severity of the crimes committed. In the moderate severity group included 65 people; the group of persons who have committed serious crimes -53 person. In the group of subjects who have committed a particularly serious crime, it was 52 people. Selected two techniques: the technique of studying of readiness to risk by G. Schubert and method "Personal aggressiveness and conflict".

It is shown that the lowest level of conflict and risk behaviors were observed in people convicted of the most serious crimes. The highest level of intransigence was seen in people convicted of crimes of medium severity. The maximum indicators of conflict and risk tbehaviors have been reported for people convicted of serious crimes.
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Ryadinskaya Ye. N. INDIVIDUAL PSYCHOLOGICAL STATES OF THE RESIDENTS LIVING UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF THE ARMED CONFLICT, AS THE PREDICTORS OF THEIR ADAPTATION POTENTIAL // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 65-71.
The article presents the empirical results of studying the individual psychological states of the population living under the conditions of the armed conflict. The empirical study was carried out in the Donetsk People's Republic. Subjected to the study were 723 people, their ages ranging from 17 up to 75 years old.

It was found that the population living in the areas of intensive shelling is more susceptible to depressive states than the residents of the areas of low-intensity shelling. It is shown that the number of people prone to loneliness and isolation in the first group (AIS) is greater than that in the second group (ALIS). It was established that the respondents of the first group (AIS) are more exposed to stress than those of the second group (ALIS); women aged 35-60 years have the highest level of stress. It is concluded that prolonged residence of the people in the area of the armed conflict, especially in the areas of intense shelling, can significantly worsen their physical, mental and psychological health, and, thereby, reduce the personal adaptation potential.

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Zavgorodniy T. O. Individual stress reactions, stress resistance and coping strategies:  the influence of martial arts practicing // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 71-76.
This paper deals with the stress phenomenon, evolution of our knowledge on this topic. Particularly, this paper outlines several peculiarities of individual stress reactions in order to reveal whether those people who practice martial arts on regular basis have different levels of stress resistance and copying strategies than those people who don’t. The paper contains the results of the survey which includes 30 respondents. Having been divided into two groups (sportsmen and non-sportsmen), the respondents were asked to pass some tests which were supposed to elucidate their levels of stress resistance and individual coping strategies. After the analysis of the results, combined with different theoretical and empirical data, it was concluded that martial artists are more likely to have higher levels of stress resistance and less likely to perform such coping-strategy as “avoidance” - thus, martial artists are supposed to be less anxious and tend to undergo fewer amounts of stress.
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El´nikova O. E. PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGICAL MARKERS OF CHRONIC DISEASES // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 76-79.
The article presents the results of empirical research aimed at identifying the effect of the nature of the disease the ability to regulate and analyze the sensory stream. In the pilot study, we evaluated the heart rate variability and efficiency of the analysis of the sensory stream. In the experiment, two groups: people who have a chronic disease which diagnosis does not interfere in the implementation of life plans, and those suffering from chronic diseases, which their disease did not allow to solve socially important plans. It was found that the presence of chronic disease, if the diagnosis does not prevent realization of life plans on the one hand contributes to the reduction of emotion, increase self-control, and the other leads to a decrease in sensitivity to touch flow. Moreover, subjects with chronic diseases, which their disease did not allow to solve socially important plans are more emotional, but sensitive to the touch flow. 
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Baiguzin P. A., Shibkova D. Z., Savchenko A. V. RATIONALE OF APPROACH TO EVALUATION OF PSYCHOPHYSIOLOGICAL STATUS AND PROFESSIONAL PERSONAL QUALITY // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 3. Р. 80-87.

The paper presents an approach to assessing the psychophysiological status and professional qualities of a future teacher's personality. At the heart of the approach is a multi-level psychological organization of the personality structure, reflecting the psychophysiological, psychological and socio-psychological levels. In the first communication, the authors proposed a description and justification of the battery of tests from the standpoint of providing the optimal psychodiagnostic information for making the decision necessary for the successful (qualitative) professional orientation of the student at a pedagogical university. The inclusion in the complex of psychophysiological testing of psychomotor tests and assessment of heart rate variability is substantiated.
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
