The transition age from younger students for younger adolescents (9 to 13 years old) until now not been considered from the point of view of the specificity of plasticity of nervous processes among primary school children and younger adolescents, and associations with school performance. This transitional age variations in various periodisations of age development. Moreover, each periodization is based on their own approaches to the issue of the ontogenesis of intelligence in this age period. One method of assessing the plasticity of nervous processes is considered sensorimotor integration, i.e. the ability of a person to readjust, if necessary, to respond to a thread directed signals with different structure of these signals. A typical way of assessing sensorimotor integration is reflexometry, numerous versions of which exist for over two hundred years. And at the same time, the period of transition from primary schoolchildren in teen insufficiently studied. This is evidenced by a significant drop in student achievement during the transition from Junior school to high school is a consistently repeatable process that not only depends on external factors. The author conducts a theoretical analysis of issues of plasticity of nervous processes, its relationship with intelligence, sensorimotor integration, voluntary attention and memory. Adaptation to school for many primary school children is associated with neuropsychic tension, excited anxiety and disordered process of adaptation to education. Considered in the paper is effectiveness of psychological training and biological feed back with regard to anxiety in primary school children. We presented data of a multidimensional assessment of the child's anxiety carried among the 2nd grade pupils (n=23) of Magadan town regular school before and after psychocorrective measurements. The examinees were divided into two groups. Group I underwent social and psychological training only while group II, in addition, experienced exercises on "BOS PULS" automated trainer, and "Vira" and Rulli" training vehicles.The use of the training resulted in significant decrease in anxiety which group I demonstrated in three of the ten steps, and group II -in five. The results have confirmed the effectiveness of a complex use of psycho prophylaxis methods in primary school children's anxiety. Besides, self-regulation teaching with the help of biological feed back has proved to gain efficiency of social and psychological training.

We analyzed the behavioral reactions of self-regulation and stress index of heart rate. The study found that the process of adaptation to the cognitive-emotional load occurs either mainly due to behavioral self-regulation or through mechanisms of heart rate regulation. The study established that children with increased anxiety are at risk as early as preschool age and require special attention, both from teachers and parents.

They were divided on four groups: 1) group of Saint-Petersburg-born people, 9 человек 2) group of Saint-Petersburg-born students, 25 человек; 3) group of Leningrad region-born students, studying in Saint-Petersburg (inner migrants), 21 subjects; 4) group of students who were born in the foreign citizens (Kazakhstan, Belarus), 20 subjects.The following methods were used: Emln inventory, Buss-Darkee hostility inventory, tolerance index. The highest level of emotional intelligence were founded out in Saint-Petersburg-born people, the lowest level -in Saint-Petersburg-born students. The saint-Petersburg-born people demonstrated the lowest level of hostility, and the highest one migrants from other countries. The highest level of aggressiveness were founded out in Leningrad region-born students? The lowest - in Saint-Petersburg -born people. The most tolerant ones were students from other countries, the less tolerant ones were Saint-Petersburg-born people. In other methods migrants shown very high level of aggressiveness, and we doubt in correctness of tolerance index test. Tolerance depends on level of emotional intelligence.
