As a person strives, as a result of his efforts, to receive exclusively positive feelings, indiscriminately positive and negative ideal values are received in his value sphere. Realization of such ideal values is manifested in both positive and negative actions. The described mechanisms give grounds, on a scientific basis, to recognize a person having the highest level of his organization - spiritually-moral - along with the known levels (the human being is a biological individual, a human being is a social personality). The obtained data make it possible to expand substantially the subject of sciences that study the human being.

One can say not far, if in 2002 in the second edition of his book "How humankind came into existence", Semenov victoriously claims that his concept was and continue to be "a single conceptual construction, relating to paleoanthropology that possesses the features of a theory". However, in fact, there are too many unmotivated alterations and cognitive dissonances in this concept so that it can be considered as a theory.

Each epoch dictates its concepts of perception of consciousness depending on the prevailing worldview of man.

The aim of the study is to substantiate consciousness as a fundamental concept of philosophy in the course of the historical and philosophical analysis of the problem of consciousness from antiquity to the present day. The transformation of ideas about consciousness is analyzed.

The objectives of the study are: 1) analysis of ideas about consciousness in the history of philosophical thought (Antiquity, Middle Ages, Renaissance, New time); 2) analysis of the problem of consciousness in analytical Western philosophy; 3) analysis of the problem of consciousness in the works of domestic philosophers.

The research is based on the structural and historical methods of research, which allowed us to identify the relationship between the various elements of the phenomenon studied in the historical context.

Each historical epoch interpreted consciousness in accordance with their inherent representations, worldviews and knowledge, in connection with which, the concept of "consciousness" underwent significant changes. Understanding consciousness formed Antique cosmocentrism, Medieval theocentrism, the Renaissance, anthropocentrism of modern times and modern science. The historical digression of the definitions of the concept of "consciousness" showed the following: in the antiquity period, the primacy of the ideal was recognized, leading to the transformation of consciousness into an independent entity; medieval Christian philosophy, the bearer of the higher consciousness, considered God; The Renaissance epoch pointed to natural property, and the New Age was characterized by substantiality.

The author believes that for a more objective explication of the phenomenon being studied, it is important to understand consciousness as a joint creative activity of the brain and heart in the context of social reality.

The article presents the results of the study of the relationship between the profile type of functional sensorimotor asymmetry and the parameters of heart rate variability in boys and girls of primary school age. 150 subjects at the age of 7-8 years were examined. The predominance of the sympathetic part of the autonomic nervous system on cardiac rhythm in boys and girls aged 7-8 years with a left type of functional sensorimotor asymmetry profile was compared with children in whom a different type of lateral profile was revealed. The group of boys with an increase in the number of signs of right profile increases the impact of the parasympathetic division of the ANS on heart rate, while in the group of girls with an increase in the number of features normally increases the effect of both sympathetic and parasympathetic divisions of the autonomic nervous system on the heart rate.

The article presents the study of the functional state of the Central nervous system and performance of students in the dynamics of the four years of study at the University. Peculiarities of the functional condition of the Central nervous system of students identified the need for correction and preventive measures aimed at the improvement of these indicators.

THE RELATIONSHIP OF THE TOLERANCE WITH THE ANGER OF THE STUDENTS WHO CAME TO THE METROPOLIS FROM CITIES WITH A DIFFERENT POPULATION // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 4. The paper presents data on the relationship of level of tolerance (Soldatova test with co-authors) students with characteristics of anger (spielberger test in the treatment Leonova). The study involved 61 patients (30 boys and 31 girl) hotels in the metropolis (St. Petersburg, Moscow, Novosibirsk) learning from cities with smaller populations. The students of all the cities found an inverse relationship between tolerance and manifestations of anger, that is, the more people angry, the harder it is to demonstrate tolerant behavior toward others. Only students from big cities there was negative correlation between the index of ethnic tolerance and the indicators of anger.

This article contains the results of a comparative study of the value of using the information and communication technologies by the people with non-impaired sight and the visually impaired people in different activities. The data collected by us is showing the importance of using the informational and communication technologies in recreational and cultural activities, such as tools of communication improvement and as a way of social adaptation for the visually impaired. This study has revealed an interrelation between the visually impaired internet users and their psychological characteristics. The results of this study are expanding the ideas of a value and features in the use of the modern information resources at the non-visual way of perception.
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Ryadinskaja Y. N. AN ANALYSIS OF THE CHARECTERISTICS OF THE SELF-PERCEPTION OF THE STATE OF HEALTH OF THE POPULATION LIVING IN THE CONFLICT CONDITIONS // Psychophysiology News (Saint-Petersburg, Russian Federation). 2017. № 4. Р. 83-88.
The article presents an analysis of the characteristics of the self-perception of the state of health of the population living in the conflict in the east of Ukraine. An empirical study of the characteristics of the self-perception of the state of health of the residents living in the immediate area of the armed conflict was carried out from 2014 up to 2017. The study involved 723 people aged from 17 to 75 years, both male and female and of different marital status (single or married). Most of the respondents lived in the areas that were subjected to constant intensive shelling. The characteristics of the self-perception of the state of health of the residents were studied by way of individual interviews, the analysis of medical data on the nature of diseases for the last 3 years.

Proceeding from the analysis of respondents' answers, it was concluded that the state of health of the residents of the Donetsk Region living in the area of the armed conflict has undergone significant negative changes. It was found that changes in the self-perception of the state of health are observed both in men and women. The incidence of diseases in men was higher than that in women. In men, the prevalence rate was higher than that of women. It was revealed that the respondents most often had complaints about pain in the heart area, fluctuations in blood pressure and persistent increase in arterial pressure, headache, dizziness, fatigue, decreased memory and concentration of attention, drowsiness. It was shown that the respondents complained of frequent colds and bronchitis, including asthmatic, as well as exacerbation of arthritis, osteoarthritis, gout, gastritis, and stomach ulcer. The results of this investigation allow us to deepen the study of the ongoing personality transformations during the post-conflict period.

Having analyzed the features of the self-perception of the state of health of the residents living in the armed conflict conditions, it can be assumed that prolonged stay of a human in difficult life circumstances related to an armed conflict can make it difficult to integrate him/her into society and requires corrective and re-adaptation measures, the development of which requires additional research and further implementation.
